WELCOME

MEDICAL CONDITIONS
If your child has a medical condition for which there is a Health Plan this must be updated regularly, please check with the school office that our information is up to date and sign the plan. If your child’s medical circumstances have changed, it is essential that you inform the school office asap.
If your child has an inhaler for asthma, an information form must be completed each term - these are available from the office. Children in Key Stage 2 are expected to take responsibility for looking after their own inhalers but we need up to date information on record. Teachers in Key Stage 1 will look after children’s inhalers but it is your responsibility to collect them at the end of each term and to ensure that medication is in date.
SCHOOL DINNERS

Please ensure that all dinners for the week are booked and paid for on Mondays. The only exception will be if a child is absent on Monday. Please send dinner money or cheques, made payable to B&NES, in a sealed envelope clearly marked with your child’s name and the days on which dinners are required. All money should be given to the class teacher and not handed in at the school office. School dinners are £2 per day. If you prefer you are welcome to pay termly in advance for school meals.

WATER BOTTLES

All children should have a water bottle in school. We suggest that a water bottle is brought in on a Monday and refilled from the water dispensers in school each day, bottles can then be taken home on Friday.
SCHOOL UNIFORM SHOP

There will be a uniform shop on the last Friday of every month. It will not be possible to buy uniform at other times. If you are not able to come into school, order forms will be in reception and these can be completed and given to the class teacher in a sealed envelope with payment.
The reception class would be grateful for any outgrown school uniform to add to their spare clothes.
