‘How is the rest of the school doing?’

Children are also compared to government national results at the end of EYFS (their first year in school), Year 1 and Year 2. We track children in school every 6 weeks, and provide this progress information to parents. We are proud to be the only school in the region that does this.
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In Reception class the government aims for children to have a ‘good level of development’. As you can see we have outperformed national for 6 years running. In Year 1 the government aims for children to learn phonics for reading and writing. When we did not perform above national in 2018 quick steps were taken to see us rise well above national in 2019!
