Proposed Pupil Premium Spending 2020-2021
Barriers for Pupil Premium Children.
Other than children coming from a low income family, the barriers and challenges disadvantaged pupils face at Whitchurch Primary are complex and varied – there is no single difficulty faced by all.

Our studies have shown that overall attendance for Pupil Premium children is improving (Attendance by year and subgroup 2019-2020), although ill health plays a role in individual cases (Office for National Statistics shows 3% of the Whitchurch area rate their health as very bad, compared to 0.9% in BANES, 1.3% in Bristol and 1.2% nationally). The IDSR places our location in the second LESS deprived quintile of all schools, whilst our intake is in the 2nd MOST deprived intakes of all schools.

Of course, there are also barriers relating to social, mental and emotional health needs but these are not specific to Pupil Premium children, although if they are we invest in ELSA (Emotional Literacy Support Assistants), Mentors, Thrive, Sporting Family Change and Parental Support Assistants. There are also barriers relating to learning, again not specific to pupil premium children, but if they are we invest in complex learning support systems and initiatives.

Overall, through case studies and local and national research, we see low household income as a barrier to out of school enrichment, and as a result will also invest pupil premium finances in this area.

How will we measure effectiveness?

Whole class teaching: All children’s learning and progress is measured through our mastery system of learning. Teachers complete weekly sheets showing which children met an objective and who didn’t. Those who did not meet the objective enjoy additional support groups. If children still do not meet, this is recorded and those children are discussed individually during Pupil Progress Meetings. During these meetings Pupil Premium children are also discussed regardless of whether they met or not. Learning actions are then put into place as shown above. 

These ‘interventions’ are measured through are intervention tracking files, where the progress children make is measured on a scale (-1: Lower than expected progress, 0: Expected progress, +1 more than expected progress.) Interventions that do not make a 0 or +1 on average are then discontinues, ensuring our children receive only effective interventions.

Pupil Premium children are also tracked on a termly basis (6 times a year) using a system to record whether they are on track or not. Teachers are alerted when these children go off track.

Social, Mental, Emotional and Health needs (SMEH): A variety of schemes are in place to assist pupil premium children with SMEH needs. These are monitored through reports back from the staff member or outside agency running the intervention. Again, where these interventions are deemed ineffective, they discontinue.

Enrichment Opportunities: At Whitchurch Primary School we enjoy offering our children something ‘different’ each week as part of our ‘one thing a week’ initiative. Already this academic year, we have offered activities such as the F1 challenge, where pupils took part in motor racing, alongside our yearly offer to support pupil premium children with the costs of school camps. This makes sure that no child misses out on an opportunity due to their circumstances, and ensures that everyone at Whitchurch Primary School ‘achieves their best together.’
