




Physical Development


Continue to build our gross motor skills by moving in a range of ways in P.E.


Learn to move in different ways and refine these skills.�Become more independent when dressing to go outside (coats, zips)�Build more strength in our hands (e.g. by doing funky fingers/dough disco) to help us use pencils for writing.





Communication & Language


Continue to secure our understanding of our class rules.�Become more confident to speak in a bigger group, e.g. to our class, to share experiences/feelings (e.g. what we did in half term)�Understand the need for ‘good listening’ when someone else is talking on the carpet. �Begin to sit and listen for longer periods of time during carpet activities. �Listen to and join in with familiar stories. �























Personal Social and Emotional Development


Continue to build on and secure relationships with children and adults in our class.�Begin to feel more confident when meeting unfamiliar people in our school environment. �Begin to make relationships with the wider school community – attending assembly and having playtime/lunchtime with other children in the school.








Maths


Number�To develop number mastery and solve a wide range of problems such as number composition and the one more and one less relationship to 5.


To subitise amounts (look at an amount and know how many without counting)


Numerical Patterns


To recognise the names of and describe properties of shapes with four sides.


To understand time with reference to night and day.





Literacy


Reading�Listen to a range of stories �Begin phase 3 phonics (learn digraphs (two letter sounds) and become more confident with blending for reading.


Develop our ability to read captions and simple sentences.�Writing�Develop our ability to hear and identify initial sounds in words�Begin to segment and write simple words.���





Expressive Art and Design


Use a range of materials to design and construct in relation to Diwali, firework paintings/chalk, Diwali lanterns, Christmas cards and decorations.�Sing familiar songs as a class.


Learn songs and dances for the KS1 nativity.
