Strengthen gross motor skills by using a range of equipment in P.E.�Begin to play team games in P.E to help children to develop their ability of negotiating space.�Continue to strengthen fine motor skills by doing funky fingers and dough disco. �Continue to show increasing strength when using pencils for writing. �





Communication & Language


Listen to stories and then be able to share thoughts, e.g. likes and dislikes, their favourite part of the story. �Begin to have conversations during carpet time, responding to what others say when ideas or opinions are expressed.

Literacy


Reading�Continue to get a deeper understanding of Phase 3 phonics and use this to help us read stories. �Read captions, sentences and phrases. �Writing�Continue to explore a range of texts, including non-fiction to link with our topic.�Sequence stories to display understanding. �Develop our ability to dictate sentences use this to aid our writing.  


Continue to write simple phrases and sentences that can be read by others.��





Expressive Art and Design�Use what we have learnt so far in art to support the creation of Antarctic/Arctic pictures and models.�Continue singing songs and playing instruments in class.

Understanding the World


Discuss similarities and differences in our world, compare where we live to Antarctica/The Arctic. �Experiment with melting and freezing.


Discuss similarities and differences between things in the past and now. For example people who live in cold countries/Inuit people. Talk about the lives of the people around them and their roles in society. For example, comparing the monarchy of England and china.
