· in narratives, creating settings, characters and plot
· in non-narrative material, using simple organisational devices 
· evaluate and edit b assessing the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing and suggesting improvements and proposing changes to grammar and vocabulary to improve consistency
· proofread for spelling and punctuation errors
· read their own writing aloud to a group or the whole class, using appropriate intonation and controlling the tone and volume so that the meaning is clear
